f the city of Albuquerque, N.M.,
ever decides to abandon “It's

WEOO——I=

a trip”’ as its tourism slogan, it
could always try “They don't call us
‘guerque’ for nuthin'.”

Sure, it's a bad pun, but it fits a

city whose art scene i1s most often
described as eclectic and ... quirky.
Albuquerqueans take their art scene
very seriously, but they know better
than to take the art itself that way.

Art lovers who want to get their
kicks on Route 66 might want to
start in the resuscitated Nob Hill
neighborhood, home of Mariposa
Gallery. In business for 33 years, it's
one of the area’s contemporary-craft
resident elders (though not nearly as
old as Wright's Indian Art in nearby
MNortheast Heighes, which is cel-
ebrating its 100th anniversary Oct.
12-14). Co-owner Jennifer Rohrig,
who wasn't even born when Mari-
posa opened, says the gallery has suc-
ceeded by changing with the times.

Tough Rohrig confesses it’s
hard to cycle out artists they've rep-
resented for vears, she and partner
Liz Dineen—Dboth former Mariposa
employees—decided when they
wok over that the place needed an
infusion of new work.
